The Midrand depot also known as Region A is located at the heart of the forever developing Midrand area at the corner of New Road and 16th road in the suburban area known as Erand with residential complexes just a peep away from the depot. Midrand is the smallest Johannesburg Water depot, but their performance rate is far beyond a customary depot with a large number of staff, it has about 108 employees  and consist of only one depot; this team  together with the relevant depot staff manages the whole spectrum of the supply of water and sewerage services in this diverse region.

The key informal areas that the depot is servicing include Ivory Park and Kanana; it also covers a large spectrum of formal settlements such as Halfway Gardens, Vorna Valley, Noordwyk, Grand Centra, Kyalami Agricultural Holdings, to mention but a few. The Boulders Shopping Centre and the freeway restaurant- J&B are some of their biggest customers.

One of the unique things about the depot include that first time ever they appointed a female for an operations manager position. 
The challenge that the depot is facing is that of budget limitations and the growing number of water blockages in Ivory Park.
