	JW’s most integrated region
The Randburg / Rooderport region is located in the Northern Western part of the greater Johannesburg. This region has approximately 261square kilomiters and consist of two depots namely Randburg which is at the corner of Standard Close and Hammer Avenue in Strijdompark and Hamberg, in Rooderport, next to Florida Lake and serves the Southern part of the region.

When Johannesburg Water started this region, it was known as Area C, initially it was named Region B and C. It has a staff complement of about 260, it’s a very diverse region that services quite a number of informal settlements including Zandspruit, Itsoseng, Malatjie, Lionspark, to mention but a few. Formal settlements include Rooderport, Diepsloot, Florida, Ranburg, Randpark Ridge and Fourways.  This region is the hub of new development with various housing and business complexes such as the well known developing Cosmo City which came into sight at the end of 2004.  

Since the inception of Johannesburg Water in 2001, development in this region has grown and expended up dramatically. The Northern Wastewater Treatment Works, the largest in Johannesburg, is also located in this region together with the Driefontein works that is shared with Mogale City. A large number of shopping malls are located in this region, this include the Westgate, Northgate and Clearwater, the largest shopping center in the Southern Hemisphere.  Lanseria Airport, the only International Airport inside the municipal boundaries of Johannesburg, is found within this region.

The key challenge facing this region is the eradication of chemical toilets in the informal settlement within the region.  The theft of communal water taps is another challenge.
