The biggest township in SA presents unique challenges 

Chris Hani Road formly known as Old Potch Road in Soweto is always buzzing with cars hooting at every intersection, suddenly! You are entering into JW’s territory, Klipspruit.  The depot is dead quiet with only a few people looming in and out of their offices.

Soweto Depot is situated south of Johannesburg under Region D and is divided into two depots, Klipspruit and Avalon. The region has 355 employees in total and it caters for both informal and formal, 22 and 33 respectively including, Protea Glen, Kliptown, Naturena, Diepkloof, Noordgesig, Meadowlands, Leratong and Eldorado Park. 
The region has challenges ranging from bylaw infringement to stealing of the company’s infrastructure especially meters and manhole covers. 

Every region has challenges but Soweto has unique and interesting ones. More than 50% of the sewer blockages are man-made blockages. Some are caused by people draining wrong things; other people divert rain water into our system by opening up the manhole cover to let water into the system. The most interesting is that people block sewer in search of valuable items that they might be flushed by residents accidentally.
