Johannesburg Water adopts Broad-Based BEE
In its quest to ensure that the transformation process gains momentum in South Africa, Johannesburg Water Board has approved the adoption of Codes of Good Practice emanating from the Broad Based Economic Empowerment Act of 2003.
This means that JW will from the end of February 2008 take into account and as far as is reasonably possible, apply the Codes of Good Practice in the evaluation of all tenders and request for quotations, developing criteria for entering into partnerships with external stakeholders, determining qualifications criteria for the sale of assets and for the issue of any licenses, concessions or other authorization in terms of any law.  
The benefits of adopting broad-based BEE are that evaluations may only be conducted by accredited verification agencies, which ensures accuracy and credibility of information presented. In addition, every service provider is given an opportunity to be BEE compliant and must produce a BEE scorecard if they want to do business with JW, amongst other requirements.
The adoption follows the establishment of a Supplier Development Programme in July 2007 which aimed at fast tracking JW’s existing Small Medium and Micro Enterprises suppliers that have the potential for growth into the mainstream of the formal economy and assist them in improving their competitiveness.

The Board of JW, its leadership and management are committed to transformation process and the adoption of the practice will go a long way to complement and enhance the organization’s existing commitment to black empowerment.
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
